PILOT PROJECT ON ECOLOGICAL RENOVATION OF ECCG

Goal

To achieve both the restoration and renovation of of ECCG’s headquarters’ with
due respect to ecological principles.

Description

The pilot project on Ecological Renovation of ECCG’s headquarters’ was a part of
the three-year long project on establishing an eco-counselling infrastructure in
Romania.

The active cooperation of the partners from Luxembourg, Romania and Austria
favored an integrated, multidisciplinary approach of the project. The cooperation
focused upon exchanging ideas, data, and experiences for establishing common
methodology and historical values of the building.

Results/
Outputs

The ecological renovation implied the use of proper technology, natural building
materials existing in Galati area, in order to ensure both the protection of natural
resouces and the minimisation of the negative impact upon Environment and
people’s health.

The restoration was done with due respect for aesthetic and histircal values of the
building.

Designed, and renovated, to be a self-reliant working space, the ECO HOUSE
illustrates the efficiency, artistry, health and cost-saving aspects of sustainable
living and working environments.

passive cooling through chimney ventilation;

Rainwater collected and re-circulated in greywater system for toilette use and for
gardening, as well.

decks, shelves, ceiling and floors of sustainable wood;

raw building materials, harvested locally;

quarry tiles flooring the kitchen;

non-toxic products to reduce hazardous wastes and keep air and water clean;

Recycling and composting; (see pictures) The leaflets, posters, brochures
distributed are considered important tools for awareness raising, empowering the
citizens to make changes in their lifestyles.

These all prove that the adjustments
to a self-reliant lifestyle, more compatible to nature, should combine the
ecological wisdom of our ancestors with modern day technology.

Results/
Outputs

The documentation of our experiences has been shared with interested persons
and institutions in the field of environmentally friendly techniques.

ECCG can provide support, help develop innovative environmental activities,
and integrate information into the training programs, e.g. The Environmental
Education Pilot Project.

The completion of the project has led to the better understanding of the
sustainable urban development concept and thus, ECCG can be considered a
resource center for similar projects;

A greater impact on individual and corporate behavior patterns was
accomplished, too.
