To have a direct exchange of information between the
BMTF/ NGO project team and local stakeholders
concerning the Baia Mare cyanide spill, as well as other
potentially dangerous hot-spots of a similar nature.

Objectives

Establish mechanism and a forum for exchanging
information concerning the Baia Mare spill and its effects;
Receive information from local populations and NGOs
concerning the spill and/or about other similar hot spots;
Provide reliable information about the BMTF’s work and
findings to the local populations potentially affected by the
accident;

Inform the public about potential health affects and results
of monitoring,

Provide information about possible assistance;

Provide information to the European Union and other
international and organisations who could provide
assistance;

Assure that the final report is distributed to all relevant
stakeholders and ensure that adequate avenues for
comments are provided;

Develop a public information provision framework that
can be quickly established in the case of other
emergencies.
